Dear All 
This month we celebrate Pentecost the coming of the 

Holy Spirit.  There has been much debate in the church over the years as to 
how the Spirit works in the life of the church and the individual Christian.  
For me, and you have every right to disagree with me, the gift of the Spirit 
is the primary agent in bringing about the new life of Christ within us.  Jesus 
said to Nicodemus, recorded in John’s gospel – you must be born of water 
and of the Spirit.  I like the image in Genesis where we are told the Lord 
God formed the man from the dust of the ground and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living being (Genesis 2:7).  
If that is the beginning of life, then God breathing the gift of the Holy Spirit 
into us is the beginning of our new life in him.  Sometimes people believe 
that the Holy Spirit only comes to those who are holy and ‘sold out’ for God, 
who have reached that special level where they have earned it.  Yet Jesus 
was clear that unless we are born of water and the Spirit we cannot enter 
the kingdom of God.  The gift of the Spirit is not the end goal of the new life 
in Christ it is the start.  Peter preaching on the day of Pentecost said 
"Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for 
the forgiveness of your sins.  And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  
The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off — for all 
whom the Lord our God will call."  (Acts 2:38 & 39).  So the gift is for all of 
us.  There used to be a banner across the drive on Bank Holiday Monday at 
Cliff College which asked have you received the Holy Spirit?  What would 
your answer be?  We need day by day to echo the hymn ‘Spirit of the living 
God fall afresh on me’....that each day our speaking, thinking and doing may 
be governed and guided by the life giving Spirit of God.

Methodism – a bit of history from the editor! 

John and Charles Wesley were both Anglican clergymen. The story of 
their Aldersgate experience and conversion is well known and often 
mentioned from the pulpit, as is the fact that John travelled the 
country on horseback, preaching in and around the Macclesfield area 
on more than one occasion. Charles’s hymns are still popular and full 
of wonderful messages for both old and young.  Another well-known 
fact is the close links they had with America.  They worked there 
before their conversion and maintained the links afterwards.  There is 
a large Methodist Church in the USA. 
 

What is perhaps less well known is what happened as a result of their 
conversion and the preaching and teaching they introduced.  The 
nickname ‘Methodists’ was earned because they sought to bring 
order, structure and discipline into the Anglican Church.  They were 
positively revolutionary at the time!  They did not want to break away 
from the Church of England but the Anglicans refused to accept their 
changes and condemned John’s out of doors ministry.  As a result the 
final split from the Church of England was sealed in 1795 with the 
‘Plan for Pacification’.  So the Methodist Church was formed with John 
setting up the Connexional structure which still forms the basis of the 
Church today.  Methodist churches had a tight organisation and 
structure.  In order to offer support members were allocated to a 
‘class’, each of which had a leader who offered pastoral support.  
They met weekly for study and prayer. 
 
However that is not the end of the story!  As time went on differences 
of opinion on styles of worship and management began to emerge 
which resulted in several groups emerging.  The main ones were the 
Primitives, the Wesleyans and the Independent.  The Primitives 
(Prims) felt that the church should focus on and be led by lay people, 
that its buildings and worship should be simple and it should not be 
afraid to enter into political debate.  The Wesleyans meanwhile 
believed that leadership should be by ministers, were wary of entering 
into political debate and liked their churches and worship to be more 
‘grand’ and along the lines of the Anglicans. 
 
All the societies merged in 1932 as the ‘United Methodist Church’.  
Churches did not close as a result of the merger but all became 
members of one circuit in their own area. 
 
So where are we now?  Many churches have closed but we still have 
one united Methodist Church in covenant with the Anglicans and 
regular conversation and ecumenical activity with many other 
denominations – all united in Christ. I am sure the Wesleys would 
have some searching questions to ask but would be delighted to see 
us in conversation with the Anglicans.

 Methodist President and Vice-President affirm 
Commitment to a Covenant Relationship with the 
Church of England 

The president and the vice-president of the Methodist Conference 
addressed the Church of England’s General Synod last month, 
expressing the Methodist Church’s commitment to a covenant 
relationship with the Church of England and answering questions from 
synod members in a discussion following their address. 

The Revd David Gamble and Dr Richard Vautrey said that the 
Covenant was a “serious, deeply committed relationship” and “not an 
irrelevant extra”.  They said that responses to the challenges of the 
Covenant should be driven by a desire for mission. 

However, the president’s comment that attracted the most attention 
was that the Methodist Church is “prepared to be changed and even 
to cease having a separate existence as a Church if that will serve the 
needs of the kingdom”.  This follows the Anglican-Methodist Covenant 
signed in November 2003, which was approved by Methodist 
Conference, after debate and votes at all district synods and circuit 
meetings. 

There is a letter available in the Vestry which gives more detail about 
this.
